Four hundred Post Mailers, members of the CWA
Mailers Union, Local 29, have worked without a
contract for the past 21 months. The key issues
are the Post’s insistance on switching the Mail-
ers from the Mailers negotiated Pension Plan to
the Post’s plan and fairness for the Utility Mail-
ers. The Union is demanding that the majority
black Utility Mailers be upgraded. This group of
over 100 makes less than half the wage of the
majority white Journeyman Mailers. Both job clas-
sifications do the same work.

Therally willalso mark the beginning of the Guild’s
“No Worker Left Behind” campaign for a new
contract. The Guild contract expires on Novem-
ber 7th. “No Worker Left Behind” expresses the
Guild’s theme of fairness for all Post employees:
for afair merit system, for a fair incentive system,
for an end to contracting out, for equity, dignity
and respect for all Post employees.
